FALTS INTHE HISTORY OF ROAD BUILBING

Good roads were first built by the more active and prosperous towns or townships.
Town oc The centers of population grew within their limits. This attracted the road
Township Roads ¢ 26 of adjacent communities. Such traffic did not help build or maintain the
roads it partly destroyed.

This destruction resulted in‘a demand for county appropriations for road building. The
County Al s disiribited amviis the towes of Wmmbise o Jores agread Pl and
were spent by them, or under the joint authority nf county officials. . Under these conditions most of
such moneys went into politics, and not into roads, and there was no uniformity in construction or care.

As a resat of this work there was 3 resctun ju favor of County Rosds built and

But history repeated itself as between the counties. The more active and prosperous built
State Ald 0 T ned good roads. These were again destroyed by the trafic. from adjacent
counties. This traffc did not help build or care for the roads it destroyed. There followed a State-
Wide demand for State appropriations toward. road building. Again history repeated itself in the form
of State Aid to the counties and towns, to be spent by them, or under joint authority of the State officials.
