When the Boches stopped fieing, the
French and Amerilcan party  resumed
thelr progresa homewards, T was nearly
dawn.

Now that the time for taking policies has
been extended, we have until April 12 to
gign up for more war risk life insurance
than previously contracted for, or to take it
out in case we haven't availed ocurselves of
the privilege already. If we haven't attended
to this highly necessary piece of business
we had better do so at once for “aute-
matic insurance,” covering every men in
the A.E.F., expired on F":v'el:runrj 12. II
we have taken on a policy for less than the

210,000 allowed us, it 12 now up to us to]

boost that policy up to the maximum be-
fore April 12,

The life of every man of us over here is
worth $10,000 to the folks left hehind. We
owe it to them to see to it that, if anyvthing
happens to us, they are as well provided for
a8 we can arrange. Im case of disability to
ourselves, we owe it to curselves to be as
well protected as possible against finencial
loes arising from our inability te resume
our former occupations.

The préemiums are small, ranging from
$6.50 a month for a man of 21 to $8.10 a
month for 8 man of 40. The sacrifice of
gpending money which we will have to make
to pay those premiums is insignificant in
the face of the protection and security it
will afford those for whom we onght to pro-
vide. It is trifling when we consider what
help and comfort it will bring us in the
event of our being disabled.

Whoever haen't had himself insured for
$10,000 up to date had better get after it
right away. This war riek life insurance
is the best and the cheapest in the world.
The man who doesn't take out the maximum
policy will be taking chances with the future
welfare of those dependent on him, will be
taking chances with his own future welfare.
So let’s all heave to to make the A.E.F. a
$10,000 per man insured Army by April 12

Tt memBers be-
come & Federal force only when drafted loto
the Army of the Unlbed States, and it officers
become offfieers of the Unlted States only whes,
upon the draft, they becowe appolnted officers
of the Army of the United States. Therefore,
sprvlce @@ A commlesloned offleer of the
satoinal Guard as such, elther out of tha sery-
ipe of the United Siates or In Lhe servlée of
th Unlted States. for constitutional purposes,
san pat be counted In determining rank within
Haction 1219, Revised Statufes,

RIGHTS OF ENLISTED GERMAN

A citizen of Germany who s an énlisted man

Sleeve Is Place to Look

The following markings, however, are
common te all branches of the French
sorvice and are enslly recognized,

The wvarious #rades of non-commis-
giowed ollicers  orve distinguished by
slnnting bars on the enl of the sleave.
The inslpila of the eommissione] ollicers
I alzo worn on the enfl, bnt the baes.
Inastead of belng on a sflant, are worn
paraliel o ithe pdoe of the enfl, or, in
certnin  branches of the =orvies, in the
form of Ve turned upelle down.

A soeondd Tientennut hns one lar, o first
licutenant toen, a captain three, o major
four, & licutenant eolonel five, and o
colonel Ove bars, These lars are either
gold or silver, buat all of the swme color,
exeept for the lipptenaot eolonel, whe =
distinguished from the colonel by wenr-
ing bars of diiorent colars, cither two
gold and thres silver or two silver and
three pold.

The rank of an uﬂlm:-r may also be dis-
tingulshed by the braid on the kopi, or
cap.  The system followed is exactly the
same as that for e bars on the onff—
ome for a secorud licutonnnt ap to five for
a colonel,

Only Two Kinds of Generals

There are. only téwo kinds of geneenls
in the French Arvmdy : Brigadier Genernls
and Genernls of INvixion. The former
wienr too Slnrs on (he coll of the slecve
and twe =silver stars on the kepd, o
the latter three. A Generel of Division
may be assigned o ihe commond of o
division, or an army corps, or an 4rmy
or gproup of armoies, but hiz rank amd in-
gignin cemain the sameo,

e tille of Moarshal of Franoe is the
highest  dignity e what & French
peneral eaw abfain For mmany yours
there had been oo marahals in Pravee,
bt twa yeara apo this highest Lonor
was hestowed upon Genoral Jollve in
recognition of the scevices which he had
repdered to _his conntey and hwmanity
In winnlug the batile of the Marne, &
marshal of Franeée wenrs seven stars.

Apart from the insignia of ook, thoro
are: gther markings on the French unl-
forms which nre of speoeial interest
Sorvice chovrons iire Wornl on the upper
part of the left sleeve aod resemble the
Inzipnin of non-commissloned officers in
our Army.

One chovron designates ove yoar at
thie fromt; two chevrons desigonics 18
months at the front; throe chevrons
dezipnates two senrs ot the front; foor
chevrons designntes 50 months at the
front; fve chevrons designnie throoe
years at the froni. These can only be
gainéd by serviee In the actual fOghting
farces, s

The woand clevrons are worn on the
right aléeve, one chevron for each wound.

In Recognition of YValor

+ The military .decorations which are
worn on the French tunle are the mark
of oficlal recogmition of conepicuous

deeds of valor,. of devotion to ddnly or
of motable service,

First amoog these is the Legilon of
Honor, which was created by Napoleon
I, and which is divided inte the follow-
ing eclnzzes: Knight, Officer, Command-
er, Grand Oficer, and Grand Cross.

The insignia is a red ribbon resemubling
the =ervice ribbong of our own Army,
aod with fall dress the (ve pointed star
In white enamel i3 hung from this rib-
bon. In the center of the star §s the
head of the Repuoblic with the words,
“French Repoblie 1870" and on the re-
verse oroibel  flags with  the molto,
“Honor and Conntry.”

The Legion of Honor Iz the regular
award lo offieers for distinguished serv-
ice. Tt Iz only gramied to non-com-
missloned officers or men for deeds of
most consplonous Enllantcy,

Thae Military Medal Is only gwarded
tn non-commissionod oMeors and men or
to menerals commanding in {hie Giell. Its
ribbon j5 yollow, with two groen stripes,
and -the nuxind itself iz sflver, with the
head of the Repubilic swreouinlod by o
gold lawrel wrenll, As it ks never grant-
od fto line or feld oflicers, it is con-
sildered one of  the fioest  desorntions
which an alleer cin wenre, =hee 0 nl--
wiars monna that he won it by somie doed §
of conspicons bravery when hie was an
ciplizted man and that he has shue been |
comimizziontl.  Sinee the present war
hegan, i€ bos heen awarded o seven
