Botha Plants British Flag Over Capital
Of German S,W. Africa.

Cape Towx, Thursday.

It is officially announced that General Botha
entered Windhoek (capital of German South-West
Africa) at noon yesterday. There was no resist
ance. The Union Jack was hoisted at the Rathaus
(House of Parliament). :

Approximately 3,000 Europeans and 12,000 natives
were found in the town. Considerable quantities
of railway rolling-stock were captured. Upon the
hoisting of the Union Jack a proclamation was read
declaring martial law to be in force throughout the
territory conquered and occupied by the Union
forces,

After reading- the proclamation, General Botha
addressed the troops under General Myburgh,
thanking them for their pluck and seli-sacrifice
shown i1n frying and exhausting circumstances,
which had made possible the occupation of the
German capital.

The result of these exertions was of the utmost
importance to: the Empire. and the Union, as it
meant practically the complete possession of Ger-
man South-West Africa.

Haldane Says ‘We May Have To
- Reconsider Our Position.

"'[REMENDUUS NECESSITIES.

Lord Haldane, in the House of Lords last night,
gave an important hint that the Government are
considering the necessity of conscription.

Lord Haldane said :— :

“We are fighting in perhaps the most tremen-
dous war of history ; we are fighting for our lives.

Even though we may think that under
ordinary conditions in time of peace the
voluntary system is a system from which it
would be most difficull to depart, yet we
may find that we have to reconsider the
situation in the light of tremendous neces-
sities with which the nation is confronted.

Lord Lansdowne said they had heard with great
satisfaction the momentous announcement made
by the Lord Chancellor of the fact that he and
his colleagues were prepared to reconsider the
whole situation with regard to recruiting, in view
of the tremendous necessities which confrontéd us.

Many of them had thought for a long time that
an announcement of that kind ought to be made,
and they hoped it might be taken as an indication
that this very grave problem was engaging the
attention of the Government. -
